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The 66 Diner is dedicated to preserving the
spirit of the roadside diner along Route 66.
Our comfort food, friendly service and nostalgic
décor are all a vital part of the homage we pay
to a vanishing part of America’s history and its
legacy to our culture.

Today Route 66 has all but vanished, either
renamed (Albuquerque’s Central Avenue), or
reduced to dusty frontage roads on the side of
Interstates. However, in its glory days Route 66,
America’s Highway, ran 2,448 miles through
eight states, Chicago to Los Angeles.

On Route 66 in Albuquerque, just west of the
University of NM, lives 66 Diner. Originally the
building was Sam's Sixty Six Service, a Phillip’s
gas station opened in 1946 by John H. Samuelson.
Soon after a large service center was added on
the north side and it became a bona fide garage.
Sam'’s remained a pit stop for automobiles until
the mid-1980s. A photo of Sam’s 66 Service
Center is located in the entry area of 66 Diner. It
was enhanced from a 3x4” photo donated by Sam’s
daughter, Mary Louise Samuelson Bommelaere.

The building was used for a variety of
automotive sales and service operations until
it was repurposed into the 66 Diner in 1987.

A portion of the dining room was a mechanic bay
complete with a hydraulic lift (it is still under the
hopscotch court). 30% of the diner is still intact
from the service station days and serves as a
tribute to the cruisin’ days. In 1995, the 66 Diner
survived a brutal fire. While most of the contents
were destroyed in the fire, the 1958 Seeberg
Jukebox was restored and still works... most of
the time.

The Streamline Modern architecture as well

as the curved ceilings is reminiscent of the
diners of the 1940s & 1950s, some built from
repurposed railroad dining cars. The décor, music
and the food we serve are designed to return our
guests to the classic diners along Route 66.

As Bobby Troup’s song so famously coined:

“Won’t you get hip to this timely tip
When you make that New Mexico* trip
Get your Kicks on Route 66.”

At 66 Diner, there are many kicks still to be had!
